
A consortium of University of De-
troit Mercy, Marygrove College, Wayne 
County Community College District and 
Wayne State University has been awarded 
$21.2 million over five years by the National 
Institutes of Health (NIH) to implement a 
program encouraging more undergraduate 
students from un-
derrepresented and eco-
nomically disadvantaged 
backgrounds to pursue 
careers in biomedical 
research. 
UDM is the primary insti-
tution responsible for 
managing the grant. UDM 
faculty will provide re-
search opportunities and 
mentorship for program 
undergraduates. 

The grant was 
awarded through the 
NIH's Building Infrastruc-
ture Leading to Diversity 
(BUILD) initiative, creat-
ed to get more minority 
and economically disad-
vantaged students in the STEM pipeline, ex-
pose students to research in laboratories 
and enhance the research-training environ-
ment. Studies have shown students from 
underrepresented backgrounds enter early 
biomedical research training in numbers that 
reflect the general population, but they are 

less likely to persist. 
The Detroit consortium's project is 

called REBUILD Detroit — an acronym for 
Research Enhancement for Building Infra-
structure Leading to Diversity. During the 
first year of the grant, the four partner insti-
tutions will redesign their curriculum with an 

emphasis on peer men-
toring, early introduc-
tion to laboratory re-
search and dedicated 
faculty advising. The 
program will recruit its 
first cohort of students 
in the second year and 
begin their training. 
In order to shift the 
paradigm of minorities 
in biomedical research, 
REBUILD Detroit's 
goals are aggressive: To 
have at least 75 percent 
of its scholars graduate 
with baccalaureate de-
grees in biomedical sci-
ence-related fields and 
have 50 percent of 

those graduates matriculate into biomedical 
research doctoral programs. 

To recruit a broad and diverse of a 
group of students and offer them research 
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NIH, continued 

training and mentorship activities in a variety of 
disciplines, the different but complementary De-
troit institutions decided to collaborate. Com-
bined, the four colleges and universities enroll 
more than 47,000 undergraduates, of whom more 
than 50 percent of whom are underrepresented 
minorities and/or qualify for federal financial aid. 

Marygrove College and Wayne County 
Community College District will be pipeline part-
ners for REBUILD Detroit, expanding the pool of 
students in the program and co-developing and 
implementing support programs that enable stu-
dents to learn coursework necessary to enter 
research careers, in addition to participating in 
research and mentoring activities. 

Wayne State will serve as the research 
partner in the consortium. As such, it will mentor 
faculty from other institutions in research skills; 
provide research-training opportunities; and pro-
vide REBUILD scholars skills development in grant 

applications, graduate school preparedness, and net-
working opportunities.  

The principal investigators of the grant are 
Gary Kuleck, dean of the College of Engineering & 
Science, University of Detroit Mercy; Sally Welch, 
interim dean of New Program Development, 
Marygrove College; George Swan, III, vice-chancellor 
for External Affairs, Wayne County Community Col-
lege District; and Ambika Mathur, dean of the Gradu-
ate School, Wayne State University. 

At the conclusion of the BUILD projects, the 
NIH will disseminate successful approaches widely so 
that institutions beyond those directly supported by 
the program may adopt and implement the most effec-
tive strategies.

The GRT was created to connect non-tenured faculty with colleague mentors who have an established record of suc-
cess in obtaining external grant funding. 
Mentoring can take several different forms: 
 individual consultations prior to beginning work on a major grant proposal, 
 questions about specific sections of the proposal, 
 critiques of one-page overviews, or 
 critiques of complete proposals.

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University of Detroit Mercy is one of 
three Michigan schools to receive nearly 
$700,000 in grant money from the U.S. Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services. 
In an effort to fill the health care 
employment gap in medically un-
derserved areas, grant money will 
be used to give tuition support to 
nurses enrolled in the family nurse 
practitioner (FNP) program, earn-
ing a Master of Science in Nursing 
(MSN). 

Full-time students are 
eligible for the grant, allowing them 
to receive up to $22,000 per year 
in scholarship money for two 
years. It will also be available for 
part-time students in their final 
year, providing them up to $11,000 
in scholarship money. 

“These funds will provide critical sup-
port to many of our students, allowing them to 

complete their education,” said Janet M. Baiardi, 
Ph.D., FNP-BC, professor and chair of UDM’s 
McAuley School of Nursing. 

Baiardi noted that in order to support 
their families, most students in 
the program must work while 
completing their education. 
“The family nurse practitioner 
program focuses on providing 
care in an urban context, and 
students have experiences in 
underserved areas,” explained 
Baiardi. “Around half of our 
students come from Detroit, 
allowing UDM to have a long 
history of graduates who pro-
vide high quality primary care 
to that region.” 
Many students in the program 
who come from the surround-

ing tri-county area, especially Detroit, stay and 
help serve that population. 

UDM receives grant to address need for health care providers

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NSF grant to increase women faculty in STEM fields 
University of Detroit Mercy (UDM) has been awarded a $194,996 grant by the National Sci-

ence Foundation (NSF) through its ADVANCE IT-Catalyst program. The goal of the program is for 
women faculty members in Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics related fields to achieve 
parity with their male peers and fulfill their own greatest potential.   

“Through the ADVANCE program, NSF invests in the future of women in STEM,” says NSF 
Program Director Beth Mitchneck. “Supporting institutional change that furthers the advancement of 
women as faculty is a means to making the institution more receptive to talent from all backgrounds.”   

The project will be led by Professor Xiaohui Zhong.  Co-investigators include Assistant Pro-
fessor Dawn Archey, Associate Professor Linda Slowik, Professor Kathleen Zimmerman-Oster and 
Provost Pamela Zarkowski.   

Project activities will take place over a two-year period and include data collection, policy 
review, institutional climate-related surveys, and focus groups.  Funds will also support a pilot version of the new NetWalk-
ing program, which will provide UDM faculty members with an opportunity to network in an active way.

One of the most frequently asked questions of Elizabeth Hill, chair of UDM’s Institutional Review Board (IRB), is 
“do I need to submit my project to the IRB?”  The answer may not be as straightforward as it seems.  The short answer is 
that all research involving human subjects requires IRB approval.  When determining whether to submit one’s proposed 
project to the IRB, therefore, an investigator must ask her or himself the following questions, 1) Is my project considered 
research, and 2) If so, is it human subjects research?  According to the Common Rule, research is defined as “a systematic 
investigation, including research development, testing and evaluation, designed to develop or contribute to generalizable 
knowledge.”  Ergo, if the proposed project is not intended to contribute to generalizable knowledge, it is not, according 
to the Common Rule, considered research.  For example, clinical practice, non-research evaluation, and student research 
conducted only for instructional purposes (as in the case of a research methods course) do not require IRB approval.  
Clinical practice is generally defined as an intervention designed solely to benefit an individual patient, with a reasonable 
expectation of success.  Even in the case of an experimental treatment, such practices are not considered research be-
cause they are not generalizable.  Evaluation undertaken only to improve the program quality (or the quality of clinical 
care, patient safety, health care operations and the like) is likewise not generalizable.  However, if a program is being eval-
uated for effectiveness, then it would be considered research.  Similarly, internal teaching evaluation, which is aimed at 
quality improvement in the education realm, is considered assessment rather than research as defined here.  In the case of 
student research, mentors should ask if the student’s research is designed to contribute to generalizable knowledge.  If a 
student’s work may result in a publication or presentation, then yes, the student should apply to the IRB.  However, if a 
student is conducting study only as a class assignment in order to learn how to do research, then no, he or she would not 
be required to submit.   

If an investigator has determined that, yes, the project is a research study, then the second question is, “am I 
dealing with human subjects?”  The Common Rule defines a human subject as “a living individual about whom an investiga-
tor (whether professional or student) conducting research obtains 1) data through intervention or interaction with the 
individual, or 2) identifiable private information.”  Therefore, journalistic endeavors consisting of collecting, verifying, re-
porting, and analyzing information about current events including trends, issues and people are not considered human 
subjects research.  The information gathered is not considered private information.  Similarly, information gathering about 
organizations, operations, budgets, etc. from organizational representatives is not human subjects research.  That is, un-
less the investigator also collects identifiable private information about individual members, employees or staff.  Studies 
which consist entirely of observation, where investigators do not interact with subjects or gather identifiable private infor-
mation, likewise do not require IRB approval.  If an investigator determines that his or her project is research involving 
human subjects, then he or she can visit UDM’s IRB website for details on how to submit.  http://www.udmercy.edu/

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Counseling & Addiction Studies receives HRSA grant 
University of Detroit Mercy (UDM) has 

been awarded a $702,000 grant from the Health 
Services and Resources Administration (HRSA) as 
part of the Behavioral Health Workforce Education 
and Training (BHWET) for Professionals program. In 
support of the White House’s Now is the Time initi-
ative, the grant program is intended to expand the 
mental health and substance abuse workforce serv-
ing children, adolescents, and transitional-age at- and 
high-risk youth. 

The Counseling program at UDM offers 
Master’s degrees in three specialty areas:  Addiction, 
Clinical Mental Health, and School Counseling, pre-
paring students to work as clinicians, clinical supervi-
sors, program administrators, and leaders in behav-
ioral health care. The grant will provide funding for 
additional specialized education and training for 
Counseling students to prepare them to specifically 
work with high risk adolescents.  The funding will 
also provide scholarships to students as they com-
plete their clinical internship. 

The UDM Counseling program partners 
with a host of non-profit organizations throughout 
metro Detroit, including the Veteran’s Administra-

tion, Detroit Rescue Mission Ministries, the Guidance 
Center, Brighton Hospital, Vista Maria, and Harbor 
Oaks Hospital.  Participating community partners in 
the grant program include Spectrum Juvenile Justice 
Services, Detroit Public Schools, Sacred Heart Recov-
ery Center, Chippewa Valley High School, and Spec-
trum Child and Family Services, among others. 

The award is timely as the UDM Counseling 
program celebrates its 50th year, and is well-aligned 
with the social justice-infused Mission of the program 
and the University. “As a Counseling program that has 
been historically dedicated to preparing students to 
work with marginalized populations, to engage in ser-
vice and advocacy, and to enhance the lives of individu-
als by providing the most effective behavioral health 
treatment, UDM’s Counseling program is uniquely pos-
tured to fulfill the intent of this grant,” said Nancy 
Calleja, Professor and Chair, Department of Counsel-
ing and Addiction Studies, and Project Direc-
tor.   “Moreover, the funding will enlarge the pipeline 
of professional counselors prepared to further 
strengthen and enhance the city of Detroit and its sur-
rounding communities” she added.

Engineering & Science grant focuses on driver safety research 

The College of Engineering & Science has received a $50,000 award from the Denso North America Foun-
dation. The funding will be used to explore multi-vehicle safety in order to keep pace with the rapidly changing tech-
nology of advanced vehicle development. The program, led by Assistant Professor of Electrical & Computer Engi-
neering Utayba Mohammad and Professor of Electrical & Computer Engineering Mark Paulik, will result in a more 
innovative curriculum that includes significant hands-on design and project-based experiences. Through these experi-
ences, students will learn about the challenges associated with advanced automotive sensor, interface, algorithm and 
vehicle system engineering.
