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Detroit Mercy faculty member wins prestigious Fulbright award

Nihad Dukhan, professor of Mechanical Engi-
neering, has been selected for a prestigious Fulbright Spe-
cialist award to Turkey. Dukhan will travel to Yildiz
Technical University where he will plan and conduct joint
research projects with Turkish graduate students and
faculty members focused on metal foam and its applica-
tions.

This is Dukhan’s second Fulbright award. In
2014-15, he was named a Fulbright Scholar through the
Core program, teaching more than 100 undergraduates
and collaborating with faculty on research projects at
Istanbul Technical University. While residing in Istanbul,
Dukhan noted that his Turkish colleagues continually
conducted rigorous academic research in which he could
identify synergy with his expertise in metal foam technol-
ogy.

Dukhan will travel to Istanbul in June and spend a
month there. He views his visit as a seed for continued
future collaboration.

The Fulbright Program is the flagship international
educational exchange program sponsored by the U.S. gov-
ernment and is designed to increase mutual understanding
between the people of the United States and the people of
other countries. The Program operates in more than 160
countries worldwide.

Since its establishment in 1946 under legislation
introduced by the late U.S. Senator J. William Fulbright of
Arkansas, the Fulbright Program has given more than
370,000 students, scholars, teachers, artists, scientists and
other professionals the opportunity to study, teach and
conduct research, exchange ideas and contribute to finding
solutions to shared international concerns.

Human Subjects Research Protections, Interim Final Rule, Six-Month Delay

The latest revision to the Federal Policy for the Protection of Human Subjects ("Common Rule") will kick in later to allow more
time for organizations to implement the requirements and for stakeholders to comment about whether there is need for an addi-
tional delay.

The January 22, 2018 Federal Register notice moved the Common Rule’s effective date forward six months, from January 19 to July
19, 2018. The 16 federal departments and agencies listed in the notice, which include the Department of Health and Human Ser-
vices and the National Science Foundation, plan to propose a further delay.

The new regulations attempt to adapt to a changing research environment. The revised rule, issued in January 2017, strengthens
protections for research participants while attempting to avoid additional administrative burdens. The current set of regulations
has been in place since 1991.

Important elements in the final rule include the following (taken from HHS.gov):
The requirement for consent forms to provide potential research subjects with a better understanding of a project’s scope,

including its risks and benefits, so they can make a more fully informed decision about whether to participate.

Requirements, in many cases, to use a single institutional review board (IRB) for multi-institutional research studies.

For studies on stored identifiable data or identifiable biospecimens, researchers will have the option of relying on broad con-
sent obtained for future research as an alternative to seeking IRB approval to waive the consent requirement. As under the
current rule, researchers will still not have to obtain consent for studies on non-identified stored data or biospecimens.

The establishment of new exempt categories of research based on the level of risk they pose to participants. For example, to
reduce unnecessary regulatory burden and allow IRBs to focus their attention on higher risk studies, there is a new exemp-
tion for secondary research involving identifiable private information if the research is regulated by and participants are pro-
tected under the HIPAA rules.

Removal of the requirement to conduct continuing review of ongoing research studies in certain instances where such review
does little to protect subjects.

Requirement that consent forms for certain federally funded clinical trials be posted on a public website.

Ford supports Industry 4.0 consortium led by University of Detroit Mercy

A $250,000 grant from Ford Motor Compa-
ny will support a collaborative team of Michigan uni-
versities and corporate partners to create a com-
prehensive, data-driven research report on Industry
4.0, or the Fourth Industrial Revolution. The con-
sortium is unified by the common goal of making the
State of Michigan the globally recognized leadership
hub of Industry 4.0 technologies and application.

Automation Alley approached Detroit Mer-
cy to serve as the lead academic institution for the
two-year project, which began in January 2018. Re-
search focuses on the eight core technologies of
Industry 4.0, including the Industrial Internet of
Things, robotics, artificial intelligence, big data, the
cloud, cybersecurity, advanced materials and addi-
tive manufacturing, and modeling, simulation, visuali-
zation and immersion.

Participating companies will each partner
with an academic institution on a discrete research

project. In exchange for direct support of their universi-
ty partners, companies will receive advance copies of the
consortium’s research results. In turn, colleges will gain
an understanding of the gap between their curricula and
industry’s needs.

Automation Alley is providing a platform for the
collaboration. In addition to Detroit Mercy, academic
partners include Lawrence Technological University,
Central Michigan University, Oakland University, Baker
College, Macomb Community College and Oakland
Community College. Participating companies include
Ford, Comau, Eaton, Fanuc, Siemens, TTI Success In-
sights, Plante Moran, RSM, Workforce Intelligence Net-
work (WIN), and the Michigan Economic Development
Corporation (MEDC).

The first publication produced by the consortium
was the Automation Alley’s 2018 Technology in Industry
Report, which was released April 30 at the Detroit Insti-
tute of Arts.

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Detroit Mercy School of Dentistry Receives NIH Grant

The National Institute of Health (NIH) has
awarded a two-year, $364,800 grant to Eric Krukonis,
Associate Professor of Biomedicine at the School of
Dentistry, to conduct research on the causative agent
of the bubonic plague.

The goal of the project is to understand how
the bacterium Yersinia pestis is able to thwart the usu-
al antimicrobial mechanisms in human blood that kill
most bacteria that spread to the bloodstream. This is
a critical step in the disease process as people who
succumb to bubonic plague do so after the organism
spreads from the lymph nodes to the bloodstream

and overwhelms the body. By understanding this pro-
cess better, Krukonis and his research team hope to
develop anti-plague therapeutics that can be com-
bined with antibiotics to halt this rapidly progressing
disease process.

This project was funded through the NIH’s
R21 grant mechanism, which is intended to encourage
exploratory research by providing support for project
development in its early and conceptual stages. The
grant period began on May 7, 2018.
